I.
Introduction
On 7 September 2011, the Liberian Government through Her Excellency President Ellen Johnson Sirleaf joined the Open Government Partnership (OGP). In her Letter of Intent, President Ellen Johnson Sirleaf stated: “…Despite this progress, there is still much to be done to make Liberia more open, transparent and free from corruption. Our involvement in the transparency activities like the OGP provides us the opportunity to demonstrate and strengthen commitments to open government, accountability and fighting corruption”.
The OGP-Liberia’ National Action Plan (NAP) is a shared plan, co-created and implemented by Government and Civil Society organizations focusing on enhancing Transparency, Citizens’ Participation, Accountability, and Technology & Innovation. It acts as a force that brings together  government and CSOs to  enhancing each other to easily take the government more closely to its citizens   through public information sharing using online and offline   tools, through co-creation of country National Action Plan, conduct public events and build a networks and campaigns across Liberia that ensure information   reach to every citizens of Liberia around issues of accountability, transparency, citizens’ participation, technology and innovation through regular meetings,  communications campaigns, network-building, and access to timely and credible information.
II. Background
The OGP, launched on September 20, 2011 in New York City, USA, is structured around four key pillars: Transparency, Citizens’ Participation, Accountability, and Technology & Innovation. A major requirement for full membership status in the OGP is that each participating country must develop and adopt a Country’s Action Plan consistent with the pillars of the OGP. On 7 September 2011, the Liberian Government through Her Excellency President Ellen Johnson Sirleaf joins the Open Government Partnership. A second National Action Plan was developed and endorsed in June 2014.  This report covers a mid-term self-assessment of the 2015-2017 National Action Plan. 
2. National Action Plan Process

The Midterm Self-Assessment Report focuses on the four keys areas of OGP. They are: Transparency, Citizen Participation, Accountability and Integrity, and Technology and Innovation.
3. Independent Reporting Mechanism (IRM) Recommendations
The IRM Recommendations from the implementation of the first NAP were used as a guide to improve the process of co-creating the second NAP and implementation by ensuring that the guidelines were adhered to, and also verified work that was done for accountability purpose.

5. Progress on Eligibility Criteria (optional)
Liberia has voluntarily taken steps to improve her performance on the OGP criteria as part of the NAP. Those actions are:

· Formulation of the first year action plan. Lesson learnt was lack of consultation which was used during the formulation of the second year action plan.
· Creation of transparency institutions such as: the Liberia Anti-Corruption Commission, Public Procurement and Concession Commission, and the Internal Audit Secretariat now Internal Audit Agency (IAA). The outcome of formulating these institutions is that, they have increased transparency and accountability in the public sectors.  
6. Peer Exchange and Learning (if applicable)
There was no peer exchange and learning; however, there was one World Bank sponsored Video Conference held among Sierra Leone, Liberia and Ghana during the period under review which was useful. We hope there were peer exchange and learning opportunities to allow for capacity building through exchange of experiences. 


7. Conclusion, other initiatives and Next Steps

A. Lessons learned:
Developing a National Action Plan entails lots of energy as the process of consultation with many sectors involves lots of processes ranging from government ministries, agencies & commissions, civil society organizations, community leaders, business sector and other ordinary citizens. It also involved harmonizing of multiple ideas across all sectors.
The following were the lessons learned;

· Alignments of responsible and strategic partners – pairing of CSOs and government to deliver on a mile stone as set in the NAP required more strategic planning and coordination;
· Monitoring and coordination - making sure those responsible parties are following up with their commitments entails more time, efforts and resources.
· Maintaining CSOs energy level - accomplishing those commitments in the NAP requires time, effort and courage especially when CSOs are not getting direct funding from OGP to support any initiatives.
· Cabinet full support - getting public officials full cooperation for the implementation of the commitments within NAP required more efforts and continuous follow up than previously thought.
· Institutionalization of OGP - establishing an OGP implementation support unit to coordinate and support implementation of commitments is taking longer than previously anticipated.
B. Other initiatives (optional)
Other initiatives or reform undertaken by Liberia to advance the Open Government Partnership values that were not included in the National Action Plan are as follows:
1. Public Procurement Concession Commission (PPCC), publication of all procurement processes on line which was never previously done.  It is a huge transparency bonus that OGP should take credit for. 
2. The empowerment of 15 Public Information Officers with 15 internet gadgets to timely respond to citizens concern. 
C. Next steps
Achieving all of the milestones set in the NAP required total commitments from all parties, hence, the steering committee has plan to do the following;
· Conduct more awareness in the cabinet;
· Collect milestones report and verify same;
· Encourage CSOs to get more pro-active and adapt some milestone into their daily activities;
· Get the government to give more support and institutionalize OGP
· (establish the OGP support unit).
· Identify funding support for CSOs to enhance their capacities to adequately accomplish the milestones;
· Re-enforce the implementation of commitments in the NAP;
· Get the citizenry more involved in the formulation and implementation of NAP;

D. Conclusion
Through the positive intervention of these commitments, the government has been able to create the space to enhance transparency, citizen participation, accountability, technology and innovation in Liberia. 
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
