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Dear Open Government Partnership co-chairs,

Since 2014, public councils have been created and are working under the state
podies of the Kyrgyz Republic, which are a real mechanism for interaction with the civil
society, increasing transparency and openness of their activities.

The Government of the Kyrgyz Republic reaffirms its commitment to the chosen
course of development of the country aimed at continuing the process of modernizing
the system of public administration and all spheres of life of our society. We fully
support the Open Government Partnership principles set out in the Open Government
Declaration.

In this regard, the Government of the Kyrgyz Republic expresses Kyrgyzstan's
intention to join the Open Government Partnership in order to implement more
effectively the measures to improve public administration, combat corruption, interact
with citizens and continue reforms. We share the conviction that joining the Partnership
will allow the state bodies and the society of the Kyrgyz Republic to become full
participants of the global process of sharing experiences and gaining new knowledge
for further development based on the principles of an open government.
