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Midterm Self-Assessment Report National Action Plan 2016-2018
1) Introduction and Background

The Open Government Partnership (OGP) is an international initiative that seeks to guarantee concrete commitments of governments with their citizens to promote transparency, citizen participation, accountability and technology and innovation that empower citizens, fight against corruption and take advantage of new technologies to strengthen governance.
Since 2011 the Republic of Paraguay has joined the OGP. This was possible because the country had experiences that fit the characteristics promoted by OGP and that required joint articulation and impulse, which were favored with this new modality of work in the field of transparency and integrity of public management. The request for incorporation to the OGP responded to the desire to promote a cultural change, in processes, in organizations and in the forms of relationship with the citizenry that demands greater transparency, efficiency and participation.

The first National Action Plan (NAP) 2012-2013 highlighted the implementation of three systems: 1) Exchange of information among government institutions for the development of a computer application that allows the exchange of information between government institutions. 2) Purchases by electronic catalog, with the purpose of strengthening the national system of public procurement, aiming above all to simplify and render more transparent the procurement and contracting processes and 3) Control of the administrative career (SICCA), implementing a system of management of persons and the Single Portal of Public Employment "Paraguay Concursa".

The second NAP 2014-2016 highlights the implementation of nine commitments. 1) Promulgation and implementation of the law of free citizen access to public information and government transparency 2) Design and implementation of an open data policy and promotion of capacity building in civil society for its use 3) Capacity building in Citizenship on public sector budget management 4) Transparency and Access to information on emblematic public projects 5) Follow-up to the Open Government Action Plan 2014-2016 6) Implementation of channels for social dialogue and citizen participation for consultation and monitoring of public policies 7) Creation and / or strengthening of 50 Municipal Development Councils 8) Citizen Control Panel of the National Poverty Reduction Program "Sowing Opportunities" and 9) Creation of a System of Electronic Legal Procedures in Public Procurement for public access.

The Third NAP 2016-2018 has 10 commitments: 1) Access to Public Information; 2) Open Data; 3) Citizen Participation and monitoring; 4) Accountability; 5) Local Government and Citizen Participation; 6) Environment and Natural Resources; 7) Health; 8) Education; 9) Poverty reduction and social development; 10) Citizen Oversight.

This NAP was co-drafted with the participation of different working groups: 62 organizations from the academic sector, from civil society, international agencies and working groups, and 47 public institutions. The methodology used promoted citizen participation and made it possible to build consensus among the participants and a link of the PAGA with the main objectives of the Paraguay 2030 National Development Plan (NDP) "a strategic document that facilitates the coordination of actions in the sectoral Executive Branch, as well as with various levels of government, civil society, private sector and, possibly, the Legislative and Judicial branches, which will allow to comply with the constitutional mandate established in Article 177 that establishes that national development plans will be indicative for the private sector, and mandatory compliance for the public sector. "

PND Paraguay 2030 is a strategic document that facilitates coordinating actions into sectorial bodies of executive branch, as well as various levels of government, civil society, private sector and eventually the Legislative and Judicial branches. It is an instrument to fulfill the constitutional mandate established in Article 177, which states that national development plans will be indicative for the private sector, and mandatory for compliance for the public sector.

At the same time, the NDP is aligned with the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development "to effectively implement 17 ambitious goals that seek, among other things, to end extreme poverty and hunger; improving the quality of health and education; and reduce environmental impact
.

2) National Action Plan Process 2016-2018

Schedule of Co-creation and Launching of the Process

The development of the third Action Plan of Paraguay was initiated 8 months before the delivery date to ensure a great stage of awareness and the amplitude of channels and consultation. The schedule was agreed on the basis of three stages. In the first stage, the preliminary tasks and organization of the work for the design of the Plan were developed through the definition of a schedule that allows prior notice and due promotion of the activities, and also included the holding of a National Open Government Seminar as an official launch of the process on November 17, 2015 and participation in related events, seeking to raise awareness and inclusion of new actors in the co-creation process
.

The second stage of initial development of commitments consisted of a wide public call for participation in the co-creation process and the holding of working sessions organized in eight thematic groups.

Finally, in the third stage, an Evaluation Committee was set up, at the request of the Joint Committee, whose task was to prioritize and define the commitments to be included in the Plan. The process was supported by the Democracy and Governance Program of the United States Agency for International Development in Paraguay (USAID/Paraguay) and the Center for Environmental and Social Studies (CEAMSO). The implementation of the assistance consultancy in the creation of the 3rdPlan was carried out by the NGO Seeds for Democracy.
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Initial development of commitments

In order for the elaboration of the commitments and targets to comply with the Open Government criteria, the key recommendations of the Independent Review Mechanism (IRM) of the 2014-2015 Progress Report were incorporated in relation to:

● Define specific themes and problems;

● Coordinate with other powers and levels of the state;

● Involve international working groups;

● Improve public participation and involvement of key actors and institutions;

● Incorporate specific commitments and targets into several goals to ensure accountability;

● Include working groups and environmental and natural resource commitments;

● Address commitments that help transparency and accountability of FONACIDE.

The working groups

Considering the MRI recommendations, eight groups were organized, each of which covered a single topic. These groups were: 1) Access to public information, open data and transparency; 2) Continuity of action plans; 3) Education; 4) Health; 5) Security and citizen control; 6) Poverty reduction and social development; 7) Environment and natural resources; and 8) A workshop for the inclusion of new actors. Seeking the possibility of developing specific thematic agreements within the framework of a participatory and democratic process and capable of becoming concrete commitments and goals for a period not exceeding two years.

The organization of the groups had as a priority the participation of the citizens; the methodology used focused on building consensus among the different actors involved. For example, the609 people from organizations of academia, civil society, international agencies and working groups and public institutions that participated in the co-creation process contributed ideas and comments through a web space enabled for the purpose and templates delivered during awareness
 events. They were taken into account for the formulation and evaluation of the commitments.

The working groups met in two sessions per theme. For the integration of each one, calls were made to referent institutions of civil society, guilds and academy based on the mapping of actors performed; in addition to a public call for citizenship in general, spread by social networks (Facebook and Twitter) and the Open Government website (http://www.gobiernoabierto.gov.py/plan2016-18).

A tour of the cities of Caacupé and Ciudad del Este was also held to raise awareness of the Open Government initiative and the draft of the Plan; in addition, press releases were published in mass media (print, television and radio), alternative media (a WhatsApp group of voluntary participation kept members of the Joint Open Government Board informed throughout the process) and email lists. Furthermore, the information generated was replicated through the websites and social networks of public institutions and civil society organizations.

3) Evaluation, Prioritization and Definition of the Action Plan

The first level was based on the process of segmentation and ordering of the strategic actors (stakeholder map) and the preparatory works of contact and convocation. The next level was based on the Thematic Groups division, the Joint Open Government Board and the Evaluation Committee.

Joint Open Government Board

The Technical Secretariat for Economic and Social Development Planning (STP) under the Presidency of the Republic is the public institution that exercises Paraguay's representation before OGP and is the institution responsible for promoting the principles of Open Government in Paraguay.

In addition, it is responsible for ensuring that governmental organizations and non-governmental organizations participate in the design, implementation and monitoring of the Action Plans of Open Government in Paraguay.

The Joint Open Government Board is composed of:

1) Ministry of Justice

2) Ministry of Public Health and Social Welfare

3) Ministry of Education and Science

4) Ministry of Finance

5) Technical Secretariat for Economic and Social Development Planning

6) National Anti-Corruption Secretariat

7) Secretariat of the Civil Service

8) National Secretariat of Information and Communication Technologies

9) National Directorate of Public Contracts

10) Directorate General of Anti-Corruption and Integrity, of the Civil Cabinet of the Presidency of the Republic

11) Comptroller General of the Republic

12) Representatives of organized civil society 1) NGOs (all those who contribute to the implementation of any of the commitments established in Action Plan 2) Academia (all those that contribute to the implementation of any of the commitments established in the Plan 3) Private Sector (Guilds) (all those who contribute to the implementation of any of the commitments established in the Action Plan).

Activities of the Joint Open Government Board

At the meeting of the Joint Committee on April 21, 2016, the Evaluation Committee was elected, 40 commitments were presented with 181 goals and submitted to an online public consultation
. The Evaluation Committee was integrated through a voluntary nomination process of those present, in which five members of public institutions and five members of society organizations were appointed by consensus, who were in charge of the integral revision of the commitment templates
.

Evaluating committee

The Evaluation Committee met three times. The first two days had as purpose the evaluation of the commitments presented according to the Evaluation Grid and its subsequent return to the institutions for the inclusion of the recommendations made
. The Evaluation Grids and the recommendations were socialized with the citizenship in general through the portal of Open Government. A tour of the cities of Caacupé and Ciudad del Este was also held to raise awareness of the Open Government initiative and make the Draft Plan known. This dynamic of joint and coordinated work between the citizens and the government, sifted through 40 commitments and 181 activities were approved by the Evaluation Committee of NAP 2016-2018.

The institutions then made the corresponding improvements and were returned to the Evaluation Committee for prioritization and final ordering. Thus, after 15 sessions of the various working groups, on the 8 specific topics mentioned above.The participation of 46 public institutions (including an extra-power body outside the Executive Branch such as the Comptroller General of the Republic in addition to the Chamber of Deputies and the Senate); 62 civil society organizations; the academic sector; agencies and international working groups (Thematic Working Groups on Access to Public Information, Open Data, Anti-Corruption, Fiscal Transparency and Openness of Natural Resources, Access Inflo Europe, Transparency and Access to Public Information Network (RTA), National Institute Transparency, Access to Information and Protection of Personal Data (INAI), USAID, World Bank, IDB and international experts); the Evaluation Committee re-grouped the templates and initial goals into 10 commitments and 62 targets, and were arranged for online public consultation. On June 21, the Plan was presented to the Joint Committee for final approval and referral to the corresponding instances. Thus, on September 6, 2016, Decree No.5894 decrees the approval of the Open Government Action Plan for the period from July 2016 to June 2108
.

4) Main Achievements of the Co-creation Process of the Third Action Plan 2016-2018 of Open Government Paraguay 

Linking the Open Government Action Plan with Development Goals to improve quality of life

The definition of the working groups allowed linking the commitments of the third Action Plan with the main challenges of the National Development Plan Paraguay 2030 and the 2030 Sustainable Development Targets. The plan included strategic issues of these agendas such as Poverty Reduction and Social Development; Health; Education; Environment and Natural Resources.

Increased participation of Civil Society in the co-creation process

62 civil society organizations, academia, agencies and international working groups participated in the process of co-creation (in the previous Action Plan only 9 participated). The public consultation incorporated the recommendations regarding: availability of the process and co-creation timeline, advance notification, awareness, multiple channels, consultation breadth, documentation and feedback.

Towards an Open State

The Third Action Plan includes for the first time goals of an outer entity, such as the Comptroller General of the Republic. In addition of the Congress, accompanied by the Open Government Forum, are working in parallel with civil society to define its first Action Plan of the Open Parliament Partnership 2016-2018.

Local governments.

9 goals of the Plan include municipal and departmental governments across the country on issues such as participatory design of public policies and access to public information.

Prioritization of Citizen Participation

The priority of the third Action Plan was to improve citizen participation and dissemination of transparency and accountability tools. This is reflected in the participation and dissemination activities included in the commitments.

Increased participation of Government Institutions.

In the Second Action Plan, 15 government institutions participated, of which 12 submitted commitments. In the Third Plan 46 participated and 26 presented commitments.

5) IRM Recommendations
Incorporation of IRM recommendations

The key recommendations of the Independent Review Mechanism of the 2014-2015 Progress Report were incorporated in relation to: defining specific topics and specific problems; coordinate with other powers and levels of the state; involve international working groups; improving public participation and involvement of key actors and institutions; incorporate specific commitments and targets into several commitments to ensure accountability; include working groups and environmental and natural resource commitments; and address commitments that help the transparency and accountability of FONACIDE.

MONITORING RESULTS OF THE THIRD NATIONAL ACTION PLAN

A visualization of it is as follows:
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The DGGA/STP has results of the monitoring of the execution of NAP 2016-2018. Taking into account that the NAP contains 62 goals dispersed in 10 commitments, our evaluation of them is as follows:

1. To date, out of 100% of goals, 17 have been completed out of a total of 62 targets. This corresponds to 27% of the NAP 2016-2018 targets.

2. The number of completed goals is very positive, since we only had 5 targets to be met in the second half of 2016 and the first half of 2017, and we have exceeded our initial goal of 5 goals by 340%.

3. 22 goals are advanced and close to being 100% complete. This classification corresponds to 35% of the NAP targets.

4. Another 23 goals are being implemented, but the activities in these goals are not as advanced as the previous ones. This classification corresponds to 37% of the NAP.

Viewing Progress Monitoring:

The interface of progress of goals and commitments, also known as the "traffic light targets" or "display cake" of progress has not yet been completed. Its main feature is its visual impact by the use of colors to demonstrate the level of progress of the goals. In its replacement, we present the following timeframe for monitoring goal progress:

	What is the public problem that the commitment will address?


	The Law on Access to Public Information (API) in Paraguay entered into force in September 2015. This fact, although a breakthrough, does not guarantee access to information in and of itself, since civil society actors and public are not aware of this right and there is no tradition of requesting information from the State. The current reality is that people still do not have access to the information they need to assert their rights and to monitor the public sector, partly because of the lack of availability of information and partly due to lack of knowledge of existing mechanisms. Equally the principles of Open Government need greater ownership by the actors.

	What is the commitment?


	Higher level of ownership of the API Act and the principles of Open Government to improve the quality of life.

Carry out activities that promote, disseminate and facilitate the exercise of API, the API and Open Government laws with civil society and public officials.

	How will the commitment contribute to solve the public problem?


	Adequate implementation of the Law on access to public information, which includes, on the one hand, wide dissemination of the law, the way of exercising the right, its importance as a means to access other fundamental rights and, on the other, the progressive increase of the minimum information that is compulsorily available on institutional websites and a higher percentage of responses to requests for information in a timely manner; in addition to promoting the principles of Open Government will contribute to reducing information asymmetries to achieve more inclusive institutions and more empowered citizens.



	Why is this commitment relevant to OGP values?


	Considering the following values of OGP linked to this commitment: 1) Improvement of public services 2) Increase in public integrity and 3) Effective management of public resources. In July of 2017, a Data Bootcamp for journalists and communicators, representatives of civil society and civic developers or hackers, and all those citizens who supported the project, supported by the NGO TEDICs and the financing of the PDAM Program of CEAMSO/USAID,and were interested in knowing the possibilities of using the information available in portals of access to public information
.

The PDG program of CEAMSO/USAID carried out a public call for proposals addressed to citizens. The winning proposal was the Data Boot Camp implemented by TEDICs, which fulfilled the purpose of strengthening the relationship between the Open Government agenda and the improvement of quality of life.

This was accomplished by training, over three weekends, more than 50 journalists, communicators, developers, civic hackers, who received master classes from 3 international experts to use the available Open Government tools to create prototypes that allow detecting facts from corruption, visualizing spending and management in the health and education sectors. A jury chose the three best proposals and these received a small monetary incentive so that it can continue implementing its proposals.

	Goal 6 Breakthroughs

In action. To date, and according to data from the Ministry of Justice, the institution responsible for this goal, more than 1000 people were trained on the scope of the Law on Access to Public Information, its applications and benefits. Of these 1,000 individuals, 443 are civil servants and 703 are citizens. This was achieved through the implementation of workshops and training talks held in the city of Asunción (Ministry of Justice, National Electricity Administration, Consumer and User Defense Secretariat, National Institute of Technology, Standardization and Metrology, Municipality of Asunción) , City of Encarnación (Autonomous University of Encarnación), city of Coronel Oviedo (Municipality of Coronel Oviedo and Polytechnic and Artistic University of Paraguay), city of Lambaré (Municipality of Lambaré), city of Mariano Roque Alonso (Municipality of MRA), city of Horqueta (Municipality of Horqueta and Technological University Intercontinental), city of Concepción (Municipality of Concepción, National University of Conception, Regional Center and Polytechnic and Artistic University of Paraguay), city of Benjamín Aceval (Municipality of Benjamín Aceval) and city of Yaguarón (Municipality of Yaguarón) during the first half of 2017.

On June 26, 27 and 29, the international consultant and journalist Ginna Morelo developed, respectively, in Ciudad del Este, Encarnación and Asunción the workshops through which they intend to approach the mechanisms to carry out research journalism from the use and analysis of open data that are available in different public institutions and increase public awareness of public affairs.

Regarding the training of 1,000 young people, an average of 500 young people was trained through the training provided by the MJ, SENAC, SENATICS and STP through the talks held at the universities mentioned above.

In addition, the company KOGA will carry out GRAMO (the cycle of inspiring conversations) performing two events the first in the city of Villarrica (June 1) and the second in Encarnación (12 July). Both in the first and in the second edition of GRAMO, issues related to citizen participation will be presented, encouraging the involvement of civil society and citizens in general in public affairs. Some of the topics developed at GRAMO Villarrica were: 1) Digital Rights; the platform for the control of citizenship addressed by Maricarmen Sequera, Director of TEDIC, NGO 2) Intelligent Territories; methodology focused on rural municipalities for the development of territorial plans under the perspective of sustainability supported by three pillars, environmental management, economic development and community empowerment, addressed by Román Cuyer, entrepreneur 3) Transparency and the history of access to public information, addressed by Daniel Vargas Téllez 4) Creative economies and exponential technology, addressed by Rodrigo Weiberlen, Director of ICON (Creative Industries ON) among other topics such as music, government and participation. In GRAMO Encarnación the topics to be presented will be: 1) Promoting Citizen Control, Ofelia Yegros 2) Transparency as a pillar of organizations, Adolf Sauer 3) Innovate in citizen participation, Leonardo Gómez 4) The power of digital tools, Rodrigo Valdez 5) How we protect the San Rafael National Park, Alicia Eisenkorbl 6) Opportunities and Challenges of Encarnación, Verónica Serafini
.

	Comment from the NGO CIRD:

Seminars, workshops, trainings: on this point we suggest that agendas between public institutions and CSOs can be reconciled. The CIRD Foundation throughout the period of the 2ndplan and part of the 3rdplan has maintained this type of joint work so that a greater impact has been achieved with great efficiency.

Courses on Open Government: From the 2ndAction Plan we mentioned that the institution responsible for the implementation of the Open Government Program Paraguay could, in conjunction with other institutions, carry out diploma courses on Open Government.

We believe that people not linked to the public function should receive these theoretical trainings - practice and should receive certificates as a motivational strategy in the development of the concept of citizenship.

New functionality of the web www.informaciónpública.gov.py:We recognize the effort made to include an option where the citizen requesting information can give his/her opinion about whether he/she feels satisfied or not about an answer, however, we believe that to achieve the goal of improving the quality of responses, it is necessary to continue with the training to respond to requests from designated officials.

Following the context mentioned above, we suggest that to achieve a positive impact in relation to the provision of answers, the officials designated to the access offices are permanent in this function. Also, that they have an adequate profile for the constant relationship with people and permanent training at a national and international level.

All that is cordially suggested above is because in many occasions statistical data are presented as advances, for example "there are x quantities of requests in the portal as opposed to that year". What we do not discredit at all these data, but also highlight that there is a notable difference between the quality and quantity of responses.

MINMUJER redoubled its efforts in the area of ​​women's political participation, coordinating actions with the Higher Electoral Justice Tribunal (TSJE), organized civil society, among which stand out from political parties and cooperation agencies working on the issue.
The main lines of work are:

● Promotion, accompaniment and lobbying for the promulgation of the Law on Democratic Parity

● Awareness raising, promotion and promotion of women's participation in all decision-making areas.

● Strengthening the capacities of women, political leaders.

In that sense, we participated in the presentation of the Proposed Draft Law of Democratic Parity that promotes the concept of Joint State, this is political parity in all public institutions and other entities. Likewise, the institution is part of the Grupo Impulsor de la Paridad Democrática (GIPD) and at the same time, all the lobbying is accompanied by the enactment of the aforementioned Law. The promulgation of this Law will undoubtedly mark a milestone in the structure and management of decision-making spaces in Paraguay.

Likewise, in the framework of the Program Empowering Women for Parity in Democracy, implemented by the institution from June 2016 to June 2017, experiential workshops have been held with the objective of encouraging and encouraging the participation of women in decision-making positions. Work has been carried out in 12 departments of the country, reaching a total of 2,255 women.

For its part, in the framework of the project Strengthening capacities for the political participation of women (MINMUJER, UNDP and UN WOMEN), in execution; to date the following results have been achieved:

- Preparation of materials and printing of 4 training books and other merchandising. The topics covered by the booklets are:

1. Democracy and Gender

2. Participation of Women at the local level

3. Political participation, gender and electoral systems

4. Women and Leadership

- Training workshops, which are directed both to the MINMUJER civil servants and to referrals and groups of political parties.

Under the motto "We want Parity - Roipota kuña ha kuimba'e hekojoja", the run/walk FEM 2017was carried out, in its fourth edition. On this occasion, women, men, boys and girls reaffirmed their commitment to generating a conscience for equality in the empowerment of women. Participated in it, authorities of public institutions, delegations from different parts of the country and the public. Under the same slogan, this action was replicated in different parts of the country (Ciudad del Este, Villa Elisa, Luque and Pilar) with support from local governments. Approximately 5,000 people participated in the activities.

"" Firstly, we invite you to visit our website: https://www.reaccion.org.py/ to see documented irregularities on the use of FONACIDE in Ciudad del Este.

With respect to the above, the problem is that the MEC turns a blind eye to the prioritization lists it approves.

Also, it is not that the schools want something, is that the neediest do not even receive resources because the municipalities do not respect the listing. And they do not respect it, because the MEC itself approves lists of institutions sent to them by the Municipality without even checking if they are in high priority positions.

The Controller of FONACIDE today is not a control tool (and almost nobody uses it). Our organization, ReAction, monitors FONACIDE since 2013, before Open Data and before the Access to Information Act.

We have encountered several errors and inconsistencies in loading data. That is why even we do not use it as a reference for monitoring. But the dream is very far, if not even the Open Data portal of the MEC is kept up to date.

The Finance portal gives the financial execution nothing more; this does not test or control that resources have reached the prioritized institutions. The MEC does not do that either.

Today, municipalities invest where they want, when they want. The micro-planning of the MEC does not make sense or use in that context, because the actors who should use it and those who should control it do not respect or take it into account.

It would be important for civil society to work with government actors and with local governments, so that they can also begin to provide some data in an open format.

In addition, in the monitoring process of FONACIDE, we understand that municipalities as contractors take longer than due to provide DNCP with the code for contracting their works. This constantly results in that we locally already have or know of the existence of contracts made, but that months later they are only available in the DNCP. Naturally, this situation limits the possibility of citizen social auditing, especially the basic one.

On the other hand, the SENATICs could consider providing or facilitating some virtual machine for visualizations of data that use Open Data of the government to make the [processes moretransparent. I understand that the cost of virtual machines is quite high so that CSOs can pay them monthly. This would be a great support to promote the use and visualization of Open Data from academia and civil society. "

To this end, the STP Minister suggested using the model of the Trust to attract private sector investments to finance productive projects. The Open Government Plan 2016-2018 contains a Ministry of Finance goal that refers to improving performance in terms of the indicators analyzed by the Open Budget Index. It is goal 9, commitment 3.

6. Exchange of knowledge and learning

In October 2016, Paraguay provided technical assistance to its peers in Panama (ANTAI) who had requested the source code of the Open Government website. The STP complied with this request for assistance, which was greatly appreciated by colleagues from Panama.

In March 2017, Paraguay provided technical assistance to its peers in the Philippines, through the intermediary of AGA, who had requested a copy of Paraguay's communication plan. The STP complied with this request for assistance, which was greatly appreciated by colleagues from the Philippines.

In the first half of 2017, the General Directorate for Development and Land Management, led by Florencia Villalba and her team, made several trips to exchange experiences with their peers in Costa Rica, Guatemala and El Salvador on the experience of formulating the Departmental, Municipal Development Councils and their Development Plans.

The DGGA / STP helped organize the learning and exchange of experiences organized by GIFT, the Ministry of Finance, the World Bank and the National Transparency Team. The day included experts in fiscal transparency from more than 10 countries.

Paraguay has actively worked closely and participated in meetings of various working groups:

1. Meetings, videoconferences and a meeting in Asuncion of the Working Group on Fiscal Transparency / GIFT

2. Videoconferences and face-to-face meetings of the Working Group on the Environment

3. Videoconferences from the Open Education Resources Group

4. Meetings of the Anti-Corruption Working Group

We have received extensive cooperation and international assistance from the Support Unit of the Open Government Alliance, of which we are very grateful for all your accompanimentand support. We highlight the constant support of Alonso Cerdán and Rosario Pavese, who have continuously advised the STP in several decisions to implement the PAGA.

The DGGA / STP has presented and shared the experience of Open Government in Paraguay in the following forums:

- International Open Government Summit, Paris, France, December 2016

- Meeting on the Latin American Outlook, OECD, Paris, France, May 2017

- Smart City Expo, Puebla, Mexico, May 2017

SENAC has also participated in exchanges and forums in the following countries, related to Open Government values:

- Exchange with peers from Colombia, SENAC, January 2017

- Meeting of the Integrity Council, OECD, Santiago de Chile, Chile, May 2017

7. Conclusion, other initiatives and next steps

A. Lessons Learned:

The challenges that emerged regarding the implementation of the NAP between July 2016 and June 2017 were the following:

1. The veto of the Executive Power to the Budget Bill 2017 at the end of 2016. This forces many institutions to use the same budget of the previous year, affecting the budgets required for some of the activities planned for the 2016-2018 Action Plan.

2. The reduction of certain resources coming from international cooperation, which suffered unexpected cuts.

The lessons learned regarding the implementation of the NAP between July 2016 and June 2017 were as follows:

1. We learned that there is a lot of value in implementing thematic PAGA monitoring tables. We had greater participation and opportunity to deepen the follow-up of goals and commitments with the thematic tables.

2. The importance of carrying out trainings to citizens, university students, authorities and public officials of the municipalities and departments of the interior of the country.

The lessons learned and challenges of PAGA development are mentioned in the first sections of this report.

B. Other initiatives:

Other initiatives or reforms that, during this period, contributed to the values ​​of the PMO but were not incorporated into the APR were:

National Transparency Team

Through Presidential Decree No. 4719/2015, the National Transparency Team is created, composed of the institutions that make up the national economic team and the National Anti-Corruption Secretariat. The STP has the executive coordination of the NCD and the SENAC has the operational coordination.

Some NCD activities during this period were:

- Participation of the International Anti-Corruption Summit in December 2016 in Panama

- Counterpart at the International Conference on Open Government and Transparency held in the framework of the Board of Governors of the IDB on March 31, 2017.

- Co-organizer of the day of learning and exchange of experiences, organized by GIFT, Ministry of Finance, World Bank and the General Directorate of Open Government

- Local counterpart of the Open Data Review Assessment and Implementation Assessment Tool conducted by World Bank consultants and Carter Center consultants between February and June 2017.

The ODRA is a tool that analyzes the availability of information in the Open Data format at the country level. The IAT is a tool that analyzes the state of implementation of the Access to Information legislation in Government Ministries and Agencies.

C. Next steps:

The next steps to follow in the process of OGP in the country are the following:

1. Continue the effective implementation of the Third Open Government Plan 2016-2018. Ensure all goals are met before completion of the Third Plan on June 31, 2016.

2. To begin the co-creation of the Fourth Open Government Plan 2018-2020 according to the AGA's institutional calendar for the calendar countries.

3. Strengthen the process of institutionalization and deepening of the reforms related to Open Government implemented thanks to the 1st, 2nd and 3rd Open Government Plan.

D. Conclusion:

The positive impacts of the activities and results of the 10 commitments have had a direct impact on the improvement of the standard of living in Paraguay.

During the period from June 2016 to July 2017, the public information access page (www.accesoalainformacionpublica.gov.py)has received more than 4,300 requests for access to public information. To date, there are 150 institutions adhering to the portal.

The www.datos.org.py website has more than 120 open data sets available for citizenship. The page of www.denuncias.gov.py of the SENAC has more than 1447 complaints provided by citizens, many of them delivered anonymously.

The activities and results of the 10 PAGA commitments have had an impact on the improvement in the following international indices, which directly or indirectly collect information on progress in transparency, citizen participation, accountability and technology and innovation, including Open Data.

CIRD (Francisco Samaniego, Jazmin Cardozo and Diego Laterra)

 New functionality of the websitewww.informaciónpública.gov.py: We recognize the effort made to include an option where the citizen requesting information can give his opinion on whether he feels satisfied or not about a response, however, we believe that for to close the objective of improving the quality of responses, should continue with the training of management of responses to requests by designated officials.

    In keeping with the above-mentioned context, we suggest thatto have a positive impact in relation to the provision of responses, the officials appointed to the access offices should be permanent in this role. Also, that they have an adequate profile for the constant relationship with people and a permanent training at national and international level.

All that is suggested cordially above is because in many cases statistical data are presented as progress, for example "you have x amounts of requests in the portal unlike that year". What we do not demerit at all these data, but also, we emphasize that there is a remarkable difference between the quality and quantity of answers.

We suggest the following academic university profiles:

Sociologist. Political scientist. Communicator. Journalist.

On the other hand, at the moment of using the button to qualify the response by the institution, it is known that the citizen is requested to enter his mail, to send an email to him, however, in the mail does not leave any link to qualify the answer. (This can be a computer detail that SENATICs can solve quickly). See Annex A
Municipal and Departmental Development Councils: There are no indicators of functionality, as well as the impact on local public policies, as well as the correct functioning.

The number of workshops or meetings in local governments (does not reflect the quality of the incidence). Therefore, we cordially suggest that the following commitments include a feasibility analysis of these Boards, their functionality and the objectives achieved.

Civil Society Counterpart: We note the difference between the 2ndaction plan and the 3rd, with respect to monitoring by commitments by CSOs.

We believe that for each commitment it is necessary to delegate CSO organizations so that they can monitor the development and effective fulfillment of the commitments and above all because it is where the basis of the Open Government theory rests.

We do not know that to achieve monitoring different strategies could be applied, we believe that the strategy applied to this 3rdaction plan is to appoint all CSOs in all the commitments, but we point out that this does not necessarily represent an effective counterpart civil society.

Seminars, workshops, training: on this point we suggest that you can reconcile agendas between public institutions and CSOs. The CIRD Foundation during the entire period of the 2ndplan and part of the 3rdplan has kept this type of work together so that greater impact has been achieved with great efficiency.

Applications: We celebrate that there are applications developed to improve public services, but nevertheless when entering the Play store, the number of downloads is low in relation to the success that is mentioned.

For example, Akuerapp 5000 and DNCP 1000 See Annex B-C
         To improve the public service, not only must technological tools be made available to citizens, this must be done with training or workshops or citizens, where theoretical and practically the benefits of these innovations are transmitted.

        We suggest that the institutions that develop these applications go to universities or high schools and carry out practical workshops where students can download and use the digital tools, as well as remove all the queries they have.

Open Government Courses: Since the 2ndAction Plan we mentioned that the institution responsible for the implementation of the Open Government Program Paraguay could, in conjunction with other institutions, hold diplomas on Open Government.

We believe that people not linked to the public function must receive these theoretical - practical training and must receive certificates as a motivational strategy in the development of the concept of civism.

        Dissemination: We emphasize the need for greater dissemination of the Open Government Program. We suggest the implementation of better transmission mechanisms for better information to citizens. We propose that each month through a virtual open means can be offered two hours of training, answering questions (WEBINAR).

       Joint Working Group Meetings: At this point we suggest that the meeting with the corresponding presentation of each institution be divided into two or three days according to needs.

       Through previous experiences at this point, we notice that having many speakers and presentations, people lose concentration and interest of the data presented and everything seems to be a mere validation process.

María Elena García:

I have read the document carefully, I think it is a great job for the whole team, that surely as the citizens are incorporated into the use of open data will improve even more.

I have found no objection, I congratulate the effort and the achievement achieved.

I had an experience with the use of this data with the municipality where I live, Fernando de la Mora, and my claim motivated that they open or enable the office of citizen care, which by law should have been implemented. Finally, my claim had a response, but not what I expected, more action in the neighborhoods part of the municipality, but I think that as we are demanding, that will be achieved. For now, the paper continues to "endure" many issues, putting it into practice is what it costs.

As for UNA, where I work, I believe that authorities and officials have not yet fully understood the importance of open data and information in a timely manner so that citizens can audit our work. I hope it gets better soon.

For example, in "1 legal practice created within the chair of AIP of the Faculty of Law of the National University of Asunción to carry out and follow up on practical cases of requests for public information, both administrative and judicial”, but first I would like these people to ask themselves a question: "Has the Faculty of Law made any real effort to make available to the citizens all the data that is required so that we can be in control of their function?" I believe not. Then, we must make the effort from Higher Education because the authorities commit themselves in a real way and not in the roles and in official acts just.

From the Facultad Politécnica of the UNA (FPUNA) we have tried to do activities and point towards the opening of data, but it has been very complicated and very ineffective.

Regarding Commitment 7, related to the topic Health, the FPUNA has developed for the Faculty of Medical Sciences, the Hospital Management System, open source, based on international standards. I think this application can be used throughout the National Health System, with perhaps minimal changes or adaptations, given that it is a product of the Paraguayan State (being the state university) and where the UNA has already invested enough money. In addition, if this is achieved, there will be a large community in the field of medical informatics prepared to face the technological challenges in e-health that are envisaged.

I believe that this should be discussed at the level of high authorities to achieve the necessary agreements and not re-invent the wheel again and again.

Emilce Sena:

First, I thank you for your deference, to trust me, to comment on the Action Plan. You will understand, that as an information professional, I cannotseparate myself from my profession to perform evaluation. I celebrate everything that is being done in the country, it is a great advance. Trainings, dissemination of plans, socialization of documents, citizen participation. But the input of everything related to open government, open data, access to public information, transparency comes from a good system of document management and archival organization.

Based on everything that has been read in the document that I have been sent, it is noted that there are interesting initiatives for training, dissemination and socialization. In the field of implementation, the reality is different ... "access to public information ... transparency ...", although it largely does not depend on the STP, but most public institutions, if not all, have not yet understood what this means for a country ... You see, there could be some resistance, fear to unveil information ... or is it all very bad? How do we access public information today? How do we make management transparent without good documentary organization? How is document production and its subsequent organization in public institutions?

It will not be possible even with a law on access to public information to access documents that are requested by citizens if we do not pass at the same time a law of archiving that obligingly forces the organization of the State in each one of its departments. "What we have today is an "organized disorder"in such a way that you can never access valuable documents that can allow you to make correct decisions in specific fields such as those related to the most basic citizen claim. - Dr. B.Fernández Bogado

Any initiative for transparency and access to public information depends to a large extent on the quality, reliability and accessibility of the "public archives" documents, which guard that information. If the archives are not organized and well managed, it will be very complicated: comply with the deadlines established for the response to citizenship and administration, according to Law No. 5282/14.
Access to public documents is the main transparency mechanism of institutions and, as such, one of the fundamental tools of open government. Their guarantee and effectiveness are, therefore, a challenge and an important responsibility for the public authorities, and especially for their archival institutions, responsible for collecting, managing and preserving the support of actions and decisions of the same, which are in the documents. How do we make this work in our public institutions?
An adequate implementation of document management systems can be considered as one of the basic supports for the application of the laws on transparency and access to public information. It is therefore essential to ensure that the document management and records policy is in line with the policies for access to public information, transparency, open government and open data.
It is necessary to include in the Third Action Plan: "strategies, policies, order the documents in public institutions", if we want to comply with what is established in the law.

Twelve suggestions and recommendations from civil society were presented on the mid-term self-evaluation report of the Third Open Government Action Plan:

Then, the presentation of the comments and suggestions of the participants of the day.

 

• Comments and suggestions on the Midterm Self-Assessment Report of the Third Action Plan 2016-2018. (IDEA, Seeds for Democracy, Free Foundation, Center for Judicial Studies), in charge of Romy Fisher (IDEA, Institute for Environmental Law and Economics), representing the Impulsor Group for Access to Public Information

"We believe that the self-assessment report we received would be rather a kind of draft report by the government and it was not jointly co-written with civil society, so we propose to revise another methodology. To take advantage of this space with the Joint Table, we would like to analyze what we did well, what we are advancing and what our challenges are. We systematized the meeting and we can have an evaluation report with participation of both partners as required by the Alliance.

About the process: I think we had several advances in relation to what was the First PAGA. In the third PAGA, to the present one, there was co-creation, although in some commitments the Government had the last word. However, we must try to improve the participation of civil society as a partner on an equal footing so that its participation and what it proposes has real value.

Regarding the commitments: We see that we have very relevant commitments such as the opening of crucial data of the health system, such as the transparency of the stock of medicines available at public health centers, as well as the local development councils as a space for dialogue and articulation between government and civil society, above all the linkage of the process of implementation of the Law on access to public information, 5282/14 to the Action Plan.

We insist the conceptual theme of Open Government, where the Executive, Legislative and Judicial participate, not to separate the Open Parliament Plan. In Paraguay, the government exercises the 3 powers of the state, we do not understand open government only as the Executive Branch. According to our Constitution, Art. 3 in Paraguay, the government is exercised by the 3 branches of the State, the Legislative, Executive and Judicial. A formalism should not be an obstacle to having a Plan per country, including the 3 branches and extra-power bodies."

• Comments and suggestions on the Midterm Self-Assessment Report of the Third Action Plan 2016-2018. Association Trinidad by Arturo Bregaglio
"Although it is not an interview I want to express opinions about the process as I was a member of the evaluation committee and the feeling that I have after this formidable effort of the group of actors but that I do not see reflected in the whole of the society and that I am going to say why.  Thank you for the mea culpa on the processes and the self-criticism about the unfulfilled training workshops, but I believe that things go beyond that.This schizophrenia that occurs in the media throughout Latin America does not reflect reality. In the Andean countries that was frequent criticism, cute, blond, pretty and the part of the indigenous population and so on etc., etc. 
I say this because I wonder what ideas you make before the report, its results, and the political expression that transparency has in Paraguay every day, we cannot stay in what assessment we put, no! There are two public opinion makers that unfortunately are not us and those are those who put or take away value of transparency. There are very important facts that have occurred in recent years in our country, and this is opposed in many parts to our reports. I understand what you want to say Federico and literally take your phrase: "Open Government is not only about corruption and transparency, but the improvement of procedures." There is no possibility of improvements in the procedures if there is corruption, that is, do not start from the back if we do not resolve the previous premises because there will be no improvement no matter how much we have this project with cooperation or without state cooperation, as Marta said. And finally, I looked forward with great interest to the report of the President before the United Nations Assembly and precisely the President stressed as he usually does in transparency, and stated that thanks to transparency, the clientelist politics ended in Paraguay and was born a world of opportunities. If that is the case, either I do not know in which country I am or literally the one who gave the speech I did not know from which country he came from.”

2ndComment (sent in writing):

Evaluation methodology recommendations: I believe that evaluations, from previous experiences and a long bibliography about this, must take certain precautions, so that they are rigorous, the present feel in a framework of confidence and their expressions may be far from the natural inhibitions which produce protocol acts.

 

From the proscenium to more than one meter of height of the public, (I understand that they are the conditions of the place), but this already was raised from Paulo Freire up to here by many people. The most recent is precisely what was adopted in Costa Rica around "discontent". And from this you can get more information from the Minister and the current Vice Minister, who have applied it in Internet Governance Forums (IGF). It is a friendlier and inviting methodology that warrants discussion.

 

On the other hand, I value the comments of people from the present outside, but the unknown always involves retaining positions, although that may not happen with you and not a matter of secrecy or natural neutrality. It is interesting but insufficient.

Is it enough to ask the US Charge d'Affaires if he knowsmore or less well the situation in Paraguay? See interviews in UH ​​and cross-references with the Chancellery. So I see the external presence unnecessary to give transparency to our actions. I do not think it is convenient to measure things from your comfort or from mine. 

If we have the methodology previously defined, we do not enter that absurd vote, where I personally have no interest in your unnecessary exposure to third parties and where the "democratic and transparent act" giventhe number of those present. Already the international indicators are not the best. (See international transparency 1/10/2017). So it is not enough to change the external perception.

 

Report: Finally, on the report, I reiterate what was proposed at the beginning of the day, which was not registered by Facebook.

 

It would be very useful to have two pages with the most outstanding achievements in qualitative and conceptual terms based on the pre-set indicators. The weaknesses that our work has in the context of a political scenario such as those that present us with a reality to which we are not alien. And those things that we have not been able to log or are part of the obstacles, difficulties or threats that our reality presents.

• Comments and suggestions on the Midterm Self-Assessment Report of the Third Action Plan 2016-2018. Vice Minister of the Government of Costa Rica by Ana Gabriel Zúñiga.

Referring to the conceptualization of Open Government and that it is fundamental to understand that Open Government is not a digital or platform government, she argues that it should support and reduce the gaps and not increase them. Open Government should serve to reduce social unrest, and the product of a good result is that one of its commitments in Costa Rica is to develop a protocol to care for the population.

The young generation has had a disenchantment with the political system, but with an impact on government from the outside and from the government what we are trying to do is to make it more flexible and more accessible through open data, creating space for empowerment and peer relations.Finally, on the indigenous population and vulnerable population, the only way for Open Government to get there is to go to those places, leaving the offices and the experience is extremely positive. And she comments on her experience with the natives of her country, what it took to give them participation and how they achieved their empowerment, which today, one year, is the same indigenous people who demand the fulfillment of the goals.

The passage of the law on access to information promoted by civil society in Paraguay was an important achievement that Costa Rica does not have.

• Comments and suggestions on the Midterm Self-Assessment Report of the Third Action Plan 2016-2018. Federation of Neighborhood Entities of Paraguay (FEDEM) by Miguel Olmedo.

He stated that while we have accompanied the process since its inception, what concerns us has to do with the empowerment of people outside Asunción. Paraguay does not end in Asunción, because the rest is as a mere spectator and not as a participant, so I think that Open Government must include in the next plans the training of people so that they can participate, because citizen participation is not constant, the construction of a joint participation and to the extent that the government invests in the training of people will be able to demand better governments

• Comments and suggestions on the Midterm Self-Assessment Report of the Third Action Plan 2016-2018. Institute of Social Security (IPS) by Mónica Vargas.
I believe that we are understanding what is Open Government participating in the tables so I consider that we should be more aggressive when it comes to publicizing the same, because that is how people find out and thus can participate and get to know.

• Comments and suggestions on the Midterm Self-Assessment Report of the Third Action Plan 2016-2018. Center for Information and Resources for Development (CIRD) by Francisco Samaniego.
Since the CIRD Foundation, in our agenda as a Civil Society initiative we have several two-hour trainings to introduce what is Open Government to social groups, and I think that is little, so I propose that a course be designed teaching what Open Governmentis so that from the history of it, people can understand and value much more what has been achieved.

According to the PAGA in the commitment 1 Access to the public information "Greater level of appropriation of the API law and principles of Open Government to improve the quality of life".
Goal 7 aims to train 500 people (civil society and public officials) through short Open Government courses.

This short course can be used for people who do not yet have a base or job in relation to work within the Paraguay Open Government. It would serve as introduction and dissemination.

But when I refer to "course" I mean something equivalent to a diploma or specialization, which lasts for at least 120 hours, is semi-presential (virtual and face-to-face). This would be somewhat more specific already for civil servants and individuals working in the achievement of the PAGA objectives.

With these two types of courses I believe it is the most viable way to better understand the concept, history and progress of Paraguay within the Alliance. Many actors at the joint table still do not unify criteria about what we interpret aboutOpen Governmentand this creates confusion many times.

I see this as a real option to have people capable of understanding what Open Government means and that they can be prepared to create, implement and control that decisions made within Open Government are fulfilled.

• Comments and suggestions on the Midterm Self-Assessment Report of the Third Action Plan 2016-2018. Public Policy Center by María José García.

From the Center we work as observers of the process and I understand that it is a good time to perhaps agree on a response based on what was said and in that sense, we had seen the need to systematize or how to systematize everything that is developing in these spaces and on the other side, co-participation on an equal footing of all members in the process and also see what the process of monitoring the plan is something different.

• Comments and suggestions on the Midterm Self-Assessment Report of the Third Action Plan 2016-2018. Consultant, Mariju Fukuoka.
She suggests looking for methods to get youth interested in these issues more closely and to get involved in the process and the only way for transparency to win its trust.

2ndComment (sent in writing):

My suggestion is to link the actions of the ENEP, Network of Planners, Technical Secretariat of Planning to optimize the results and combat corruption. In addition, we seek a methodology to reach more closely all the youth groups engaged in the Construction of a Participatory Democracy, Representative and Plural. Technology is young people's current currency, which makes it difficult for older people to also be encouraged to participate. Greetings.

• Comments and suggestions on the Midterm Self-Assessment Report of the Third Action Plan 2016-2018. Researcher, with degree in Information Sciences, Sonia Melgarejo.
She commented that she is studying a post-graduate course and has been researching the subject of Open Government and the implication of the archives, so she has read everything about it and analyze it. It seems very important that the government deal with the archives and systematization of the information and archives so that the society has access to this information.

2ndComment (sent in writing):

I have read and appreciated the opinion and collaboration provided with reference to the Open Government that has described in the document and I consider it pertinent since it is practically what I want to capture from my research, the importance of organizing the information embodied in the documents in the different Institutions of the State and the creation of Archives in each of them. This would make efficient use of state services and there would be no loss of time or chaos when handling cases or issues of different kinds and of course from this, the fusion with the technologies when digitizing them, thus facilitating to society its access and not to fall in bureaucratic procedures and long as occasionally these processes tend to be. More professionals in ​​Information Sciences to support these cases. I hope this contribution is useful.

First Action Plan, 2016-2018

1. Introduction and Background. 

In our country, during 2014, two legal tools were developed, that allowed citizens to exercise their right to information access (guaranteed in our Constitution in the article 28) that were the laws 5282/14 of “Free Access to Public Information” and 5189/14 of “Government Transparency”.

Our first action plan was co-created with Civil Society Organizations (in its role of monitoring and control), which allowed us to establish a governability structure that also integrates the officials of the Senate (for the sustainability of the project) and the Senators (that imprint the political will). For this objective, a Special Follow-up Committee to the Implementation of our first Action Plan, was integrated in a multi-representative way.

 How do our commitments reflect the principles of the Alliance?

The five commitments assumed in our first Action Plan are in line with the principles of Open Government and Open Parliament, which are:

a) Transparency and Access to Information.

b) Citizen Participation.

c) Accountability.

d) Probity and Parliamentary Ethics.

e) Technology and Innovation.

In the case of “Transparency”, “Citizen Participation” and “Technology and Innovation”: our commitments 1, 2, 3, and 4 are directly linked to them, through various activities that each Directorate General has designed to encourage citizen participation and through ICTs, facilitate access to the information that the institution generates, for example:

· Public hearings in the interior of the country: it approached part of the process of creating the laws to the main departmental heads, allowing the local citizen participation in bills of law that directly influenced them. In addition, they were transmitted live via Streaming (and YouTube).

· General budget of the nation: We have created a virtual space for the socialization of the preliminary draft of the General Budget of Expenses of the nation that has allowed a high participation citizen during the whole process. In addition, the meetings of the sub-committees and plenary sessions are transmitted via Streaming.

· Environment: We have established an interinstitutional working group for the joint elaboration of Law Enforcement Projects that affect the environment, with the participation of CSOs and other state institutions.

The commitments made by the Senate in this First Action Plan, are aligned with the Strategic Plan of the Legislative Power (2012-2016) and contribute to the increase of public integrity and more efficient management of public resources. The processes of design and development of the legal tools that the Executive has for the management of public affairs have been influenced by citizen participation in an environment of total transparency.

2. The Process of the Action Plan.

From February 22 to February 29, 2016: we held the first meetings in an internal framework to socialize the initiative and identify possible dependencies whose institutional roles would be linked to some of the principles of Open Government and that could collaborate in the design of the Plan and/or its implementation.

From March 4 to March 18 of 2016: we made the first public call, by means of which we were approached by several CSOs interested in forming part of the Alliance. We had identified the sectoral activities and had integrated the Parliamentary Commission.

From 21 March to 22 April: the process of validation of the activities and their alignment with the proposals for institutional commitments by the Parliamentary Commission and the multi-disciplinary technical teams took place.

From May 2 to May 6: a review of everything acted out to date, with all the actors.

From May 10 to May 20: the 1stCo-Creation Day of the First Action Plan of the Alliance for the Open Parliament - Paraguay, 2016-2018, and the signing of the Joint Declaration by all members.

From May 24 to May 26, 2016: the 2ndCo-Creation Day of the First Plan of Action of the Alliance for the Open Parliament - Paraguay, 2016-2018; review and consolidation. In addition, the presentation of "Paraguay Experience" within the framework of the Annual Meeting of the Open Parliament Network - ParlAmericas, which was hosted by our Legislative Palace.

With the aim of encouraging citizen involvement and commitment for the control and monitoring of public management, we design actions based on the principles of the alliance. Various activities and mechanisms were used for this purpose, each designed according to the needs and requirements of each sector.

The participation of the institutional working teams in conjunction with civil society organizations in forums for the dissemination of the Law on Access to Public Information and its institutional implementation mechanism, the development of printed and audiovisual materials and participation in events of mass attendance has allowed citizens to know and use the tools available to conduct their public consultations.

Our 1stAction Plan, its implementation and self-evaluation were socialized through forums and the creation of virtual spaces accessible to all public. The recommendations and suggestions have been incorporated into the documents prepared and published.

At the end of the first semester of implementation, a meeting was convened between government and civil society actors, an opportunity in which the Senate has shared its progress and the civil society organizations present on this occasion have done the same; the event took place in the Education Commission of the Senate in February 2017.

After the first year of implementation, we developed a self-assessment tool that mainly serves to monitor the progress achieved, which is available on the web (parlamentoabierto.senado.gov.py). To implement it, each direction responsible for the activities indicated their own achievements, which were presented in two meetings, attended by government and civil society actors.

It is important to highlight the role of legislators who are members of the Open Parliament Committee during the process of socializing the initiative, identifying commitments, and implementing the Plan of Action.

3. Recommendations of the Independent Review Mechanism

There is currently an Interinstitutional Cooperation Agreement with the NGO Semillas para la Democracia (Seeds for Democracy) and the National Democratic Institute (NDI), which has as one of its objectives the installation of an independent and ongoing review mechanism.

At the time of the formal referral of our 1stAction Plan to the Focal Point of Open Government in Paraguay, we had consulted on this particular point, if the same IRM that works with them, would also do it with us; to date we have not received a response.

4. Implementation of the Commitments of the Action Plan.

Comments from Civil Society Organizations on the presentation of the self-assessment of the action plan.

Marta Ferrara, Semillas para la democracia (Seed for Democracy): 

As representatives of civil society, we have been involved since the beginning of “Open Parliament”, and it is gratifying to see the progress that it´s been made so far. It is also important that the central government is present and that it has decided to accept the reports sent by the Congress, because it was a pending point of Open Parliament.

The Congress has had so much progress and yet, the government has not officially accepted the reports that Congress sent, to be part of the country report.

On the other hand, it is important that we can continue the exercise of working together for self-assessments, with representatives of Civil Society actively. The spaces that we have created, reviewing the challenges that we had jointly and taking up that exercise that we had done with María Liz, Víctor and the Directorate of Institutional Development and External Cooperation to involve the different organizations that participated in the first report, the challenges that we had proposed. I invite you to do that exercise again, which is the challenge of Open Government; to have a co-creation both in the challenges and in the advances, in the whole process, to do it in a joint way. And, in the evaluation especially, it is important that together, we can measure the challenges.  Civil society must give its contributions and that we can follow up, building and advancing together. I am grateful for the continuation of this process, I believe that we had advanced a lot, but we still have many challenges and active transparency is a fundamental challenge. It cannot be a fake transparency, it must be a transparency that allows us to access all the information that the law clearly establishes. Thank you very much.

Romy Fischer, representing the Institute of Environmental Law and Economics - IDEA and the Impulse Group for Access to Public Information – GIAI

The government is exercised by the three powers of the state; we do not understand open government only as the executive branch. According to our Constitution, Art. 3 in Paraguay, the government is exercised by the 3 branches of the State, the Legislative, Executive and Judicial. We also understand that until we have a real Open Government we must go through a process, in this sense, there have been advances and because we recognize this, we are at this table. This is the 3rdplan that the Executive presented, and it is the first time that the Legislative is involved, lacking the Judicial Branch, there is an advance, the first steps are being taken. However, there is still a way to go, on the other hand, to insist that when we talk about the Open Government Alliance, let us not forget that it has two indispensable partners, we speak of the government, represented by the three branches of government and civil society, that is a condition sine qua non. This does not mean that the government presents its proposal and we (civil society) we just say yes or no, there must be a process of co-creation, not only during the drafting of the Plan but in all stages as the implementation, self-evaluation, agendas for Joint Table meetings, among others.

The participation of civil society in equal conditions throughout the process, where we are sure that our proposals have a value. We must seek the mechanisms. This is a discussion that is taking place now in our joint table, which is a channel of discussion between the executive branch and civil society, how we make the self-assessments co-created with the two partners of the alliance, government and civil society. In this sense, the methodology is key. 

We do not want the government to draft the reports and agendas and civil society must stick to that document to comment. We believe in the methodology of round table discussion and analysis to then systematize and take the products together. When we have a rigid form to analyze the commitments, we have the disadvantage that crucial and topical issues do not fit on paper. Thank you very much for the presentation, fantastic work is being done and we always recognize it, I want the spirit of constructive criticism to be clear, not to bring down what has already been done.
Benjamín Torres Herrera, President of the Chamber of Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises of Paraguay (Camipymes).

I must say Senator, I am pleasantly surprised by this initiative and I value it in its just measure because someone had to start, this is an event in which, if we can listen to civil society and our ruling representatives, it would be great, because from our experience we note the urgent need to reach agreement between the rulers and organized and non-organized civil society.

The people have concerns to improve different levels of our society. These are fantastic concerns, but this gesture is very valuable from our point of view. We have listened to farmers, we have listened to small market entrepreneurs, we have listened to entrepreneurs of certain development, because of their effort, and everyone agrees on the same. We need to agree and be a little more intelligent than the circumstances and develop that capacity for dialogue. Paraguayans should have the capacity to see past our differences, then I suggest, we continue with these events, where we all sit down to understand. I was surprised by your report. We are also working with the STP (technical planning secretariat). We are about to have a framework agreement. We made many agreements with universities trying to get everyone to do something to improve our society. Also with other ministries, and I think it is an interesting time to make a serious contact and in depth with this parliament. I think it is the most difficult organization to work with, but we must make the effort. I put our organization available to our camera for whatever might be and in the topics, that we could really contribute something and help make things better. Thank you very much, congratulations and successes for all. What I also wanted to say is that at this moment, we touched many public officials and we were surprised by the warmth, quality and responsibility in fulfilling their respective roles, they have helped us a lot and we are certain that they will continue along the same lines. 

4. Learning and collaboration between countries.

Our First Action Plan, like those of Chile and Costa Rica, had been used as a model for other countries in the region, our legislators have had an active participation in the construction of the Open Parliamentary roadmap in ParlAmericas, and they have participated in the days of co-creation of the Open Congress of Colombia.

5. Conclusions, other initiatives, and next steps:

Lessons learned: It is very necessary to have a simple governance structure, and a transparent and participatory change control system, that includes all parliamentary actors, legislative officials and civil society. We must highlight the role of legislative officials on whom the sustainability of the project, as facilitators of the process, even for the initiatives that start from the CSOs and from the Executive Power itself.

Other initiatives: We are designing a collaborative space that involves Academia, the CSOs, and the Permanent Advisory Commissions of the Chamber of Senators, called the "Academic-Legislative Laboratory". With this project, we will approach the parliamentary work with the university work; the objective is to achieve more effective and efficient legislative products.

Next steps: Continue working to strengthen the institutionalization of the initiative and achieve greater and more effective participation of civil society. Specify that our next Action Plan effectively integrate the Open Government.

Conclusion: Open Parliament has allowed us to identify opportunities for the design of more transparent and representative citizen participation mechanisms, as well as allowing us to develop a proactive institutional culture that facilitates access to public information and accountability.
