Dear Secretariat,

This is in response to your March 27 letter, wherein you urge us to reconsider our position with regard to the
OGP council meeting and claim that 33 of the 45 suggested commitments have been taken into account by the
government.

Regarding the commitments, we encourage you to review our previous correspondence (January 20), which
illustrates that, in fact, not a single star (transformative) or ambitious commitment proposed by civil society is
fully included, let alone the majority of commitments. It is our understanding that the government's position
has not changed on any of the commitments since then.

Itis evident for us that holding a council meeting, in a reality where the government lacks any real commitment
to the co-creation process, only serves to create a false impression for the external observer, as if there is some
meaningful dialogue between the government and non-governmental organizations.

Apart from the above, we would like to once again raise a critical issue related to the ability of the civil sector
and media to function properly in the country, which was brought up in our previous letter and which,
unfortunately, was ignored in your response.

Considering the fact that the Prime Minister has publicly attacked civil society, and particularly two CSOs
involved in the OGP process, how appropriate do you think it would be for us to sit at the same table with
government representatives at the council meeting, as if the attacks did not take place; The context being
further aggravated by the fact that, despite the Parliament dropping the “Russian Law”, the ruling party
(including the Prime Minister) still remain in support of introducing it.

We would like to address the Secretariat and the head of the administration of the Government of Georgia, as
the chair of the OGP Council, to kindly request that you share your position on whether you agree with the
Prime Minister's [follow the link for an extended interview with subtitles] rhetoric in relation to civil society
and, in particular, his attacks on CSOs involved in the OGP process.

Dear Colleagues,
Thank you for your letter.

We would like to share with you our views on the following two main topics: (1) OGP Council/Forum member
non-governmental organizations’ (NGOs) decision not to take part in the Council meeting and (2) the issue of
considering the initiatives presented by NGOs for OGP Georgia’s new Action Plan.

As you are well aware, the mandate and structure of the OGP Council were defined in cooperation with NGOs.
The latter aimed to create a platform for dialogue that would promote co-creation process with active
participation of high-level decision makers and NGOs. Besides, it is essential for the Administration of the
Government of Georgia (AoG), as a coordinating agency of the process, the Council to be used in practice as a
format for open discussion between NGOs and governmental agencies, competent in particular issues related
to initiatives/recommendations presented by civil society organizations.

We fear that NGOs’ decision to deny the participation in OGP Georgia’s Council jeopardizes the whole co-
creation process, being at the heart of OGP. Therefore, despite the difficulties of the previous years, we believe
itis of utmost importance to jointly find a way to discuss all initiatives presented by NGOs and give the Council
a chance to be tested in practice.

Furthermore, as you are aware, the OGP Georgia Secretariat has organized two OGP Forums and up to 20
thematic working group meetings with the active participation of state agencies and NGOs to discuss all
initiatives presented for a new action plan. AoG liaised to assist NGOs and government agencies in finding
common grounds on various issues. At the current stage, transferring the discussion on these issues to the
Council format is a logical continuation of the process, to avoid returning to the circle that has already been
passed once.

Hence, we would like to kindly ask you to reconsider the decision regarding your participation in the OGP
Georgia’s Council meeting.

As for the initiatives presented for a new Action Plan, we believe, each of them, obviously to a different extent,
but serves to improve open governance. Therefore, we are confident it is essential to assess all of them and the
whole context without separating specific recommendations, which might lead to complete disruption of the
process. As you know, up to 45 initiatives were presented (Initially, introduced in a form of 25 comprehensive
recommendations. However, as a result of discussions mentioned above, they were divided into concrete
commitments), of which about 33 were fully/partially considered.

However, let us once again summarize the initiatives you have highlighted:
- Creation of an Independent Anti-Corruption Agency

As you are well aware, in 2022, Georgia was given the European perspective and provided with 12
recommendations from the EU Commission to implement prior receiving the EU candidate status. One of the
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recommendations were to strengthen the independence of Anti-Corruption agency and bring together all key
anticorruption functions. The recommendation did not include a reference to investigative functions.

As you are well aware, the implementation of the aforementioned recommendation took place in the
parliamentary format. The legal regulations were prepared by a special working group created under the Legal
Affairs Committee of the Parliament. As a result, according to legislative changes, now adopted by the
Parliament, the Anti-Corruption Bureau was established, pooling the following anticorruption functions under
one institution: monitoring of political party financing; improvement of protection of whistleblowers;
monitoring of property/asset declarations; regulation and execution of issues related to conflict of interest;
overseeing and coordinating the execution of Georgia's Anti-Corruption policy and national Anti-Corruption
strategy; elaboration of proposals and recommendations related to general policy of fight against corruption.
The Bureau is independent as it is accountable to the Parliament of Georgia.

Therefore, we believe that this recommendation has been fulfilled in accordance with the EU recommendations.
At a later stage, this will be also evaluated by the European side.

- The adoption of a stand-alone Law on Freedom of Information

As previously discussed, the government acknowledges the need to improve the field of freedom of information
and refine the practice. Therefore, number of initiatives were considered regarding these issue, namely:

As you have been informed, according to your recommendation, the AoG plans to renew the Government
Decree N219 on Proactive Disclosure of Public Information currently in force and expand the list of public
information to be proactively accessible, which, in turn, will enhance access to information. Additionally, the
government agencies have agreed to proactively publish number of concrete information requested as part of
NGOs’ recommendations. With this, we believe access to public information will be enhanced in practice.

Further, AoG has agreed to elaborate the Open Data Act, which will regulate issues regarding open data. This
directly contributes to advancing the access to public information practice.

Additionally, per NGOs’ recommendation, AoG has accepted to ensure proactive access to the Government
Reserve Funds that has never been the practice before and according to NGOs, was one of the significant
initiatives for a new action plan. This also increases the access to information.

The high priority of this matter is also confirmed by the recently adopted Public Administration Reform (PAR)
Strategy 2026 and its Action Plan for 2023-2024. In frames of the latter, lack of competences on the freedom of
information existing regulation was identified as one of the challenges. As a result, AoG took commitment to
build capacity of state institutions at all levels (central and municipal) regarding the freedom of information
regulations and the best practices. With support of the EU Technical Assistance Program, we have already
launched intensive trainings for all 63 municipalities of Georgia.

Considering all the above, we believe number of concrete steps are prepared to ensure further development of
the field.

- Joining the Extractive Industries Transparency Initiative (EITI)

The Ministry of Economic and Sustainable Development of Georgia (MoESD) is fully aware of the importance
of EITI membership and shares the same values. However, the accession process is complex and lengthy. This
is confirmed by the experience of other countries.

Therefore, in response to NGOs’ recommendation to join the EITI, the MoESD proposed initially to conduct a
full-fledged technical and economic study. The latter will allow us the steps aimed at accession to be taken in
accordance with the needs identified by the study. Hence, we believe, in principle, this recommendation has
been considered.

- Increasing transparency of the system of issuing government grants

The government largely approved the initiative, with a minor difference from the initial proposal - the latter
not to involve local municipalities, as the Decentralization Strategy Action Plan will eventually incorporate this
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component. Hence, it is not clear to us on what grounds the AoG’s counter-proposal can be problematic for
NGOs.

Dear colleagues,

Based on all of the above, we believe it is clear how much work has been done in this process, and although the
state agencies were not able to agree to all initiatives presented to them, translating up to 33 recommendations
(fully/partially) out of around 45 into OGP commitments does show Government’s pledge to advance open
government agenda. We also believe that it is unfair to deny all initiatives we have agreed to and hijack the
whole process. If those initiatives were not important for advancing the open government agenda, we believe
NGOs would not have submitted them from the outset.

In conclusion, we would like to kindly ask you once again, to reconsider your position and use the OGP Georgia’s
Council as an opportunity to discuss all the initiatives of your interest.

Thank you for your letters.
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It is unfortunate that the last letter from the OGP Council (and Forum) civil organizations asking you to
reconsider your categorical stance regarding the star commitments has remained unanswered. Instead, we
only received an invitation to the Council meeting with the argument that we would have the opportunity to
discuss our commitments with the deputy ministers. We believe that this is another clear demonstration that
this whole process is pro forma in Georgia. Persons making the final decisions on which commitments to take
have been involved in this process throughout the whole period, and it should have been possible to agree to
our commitments (at least on some of the star commitments) even without the Council meeting. Since this did
not happen, it is evident that unfortunately there is no political will, which, in turn, undermines the
establishment and development of open governance principles in the country.

In addition, we are sure that you are keeping up with the latest developments in the country, including the
actions taken by different government officials and their prevailing rhetoric.

In view of the above, and especially taking into account the Prime Minister’s personal attacks on OGP Council
member non-governmental organizations, his involvement in a large-scale campaign aimed at suppressing the
activities of the non-governmental sector and the free media, labeling and damaging their reputation - which
generally serves to limit civic space - we consider it unacceptable to hold the OGP Council meeting.

Dear colleagues,

The Open Government Interagency Coordination Council/Forum member civil society organizations (CSOs)
would like to express our concerns regarding the new OGP Action Plan development process, and the
Government of Georgia’s response on inclusion of the commitments initiated by the CSOs.

First, we would like to thank the OGP Georgia Secretariat for its assistance over the past months. We appreciate
your efforts to bring the positions of government agencies and civil society organizations closer together.
However, regrettably, this goal could not be achieved.

Evidently, following the OGP_Participation and Co-creation Standards, the Government of Georgia acted
contrary to the OGP process for two consecutive action plan cycles since it has not submitted a new Action Plan
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by the established deadline, thus the country is placed under Procedural Review. In case of failure to deliver a
new action plan for three consecutive years, the country will be designated as “inactive” in OGP, and to prevent
this from happening should be our common objective.

As you are aware, Georgia’s last OGP Action Plan expired in December 2019, and therefore, for the fourth
year, the country has not implemented a single reform within the framework of the OGP at the national
level. Notwithstanding CSOs’ numerous attempts, unfortunately, the OGP process in Georgia could not develop
into a platform for innovative and transformative reform planning. However, we sincerely believe that together
we have a potential to make Georgia an advanced Open Government Partnership country again.

As for the new Action Plan development process, the Government of Georgia, as we see it, attempted to
restore the process formally twice; first in February 2020, when it requested the submission of commitment
proposals from CSOs for the new action plan, and then in July 2021, when it requested the renewal of the
submitted proposals. In both cases, CSOs provided a package of commitments within the specified deadlines.
Even though the OGP Georgia’s Secretariat organized a Forum (working level) meeting (split into two
sessions) in January-February of last year, we have received the government’s final position on
commitment proposals only on December 21, 2022 (see the Secretariat's letter below).

After analyzing the response of the government, it became evident that, unfortunately, the Georgian
government is still trying to keep the OGP process at the national level pro forma and refuses to
implement commitments with transformational impact.

The government did not fully agree on any of the transformational commitments proposed by CSOs,
such as: the creation of an Independent Anti-corruption Agency equipped with investigative functions, the
adoption of a stand-alone Law on Freedom of Information, joining the Extractive Industries Transparency
Initiative (EITI), increasing the transparency of the system of issuing government grants, ensuring
transparency and public participation in disposal of natural resources.

Furthermore, it is concerning that the positions stated in the response document regarding the status of
approval of the submitted initiatives by relevant public institutions do not reflect reality in several cases. For
example, in some commitments with a "fully approved" status the commitment has been altered in a way that
either leaves it only partially approved or has completely lost its original form. Some initiatives are still pending
and are indicated to require further discussions, despite the previous lengthy process.

We believe that we are very clearly on the verge of finding ourselves in a dead end, and the reason for this is
the failure of the government to take on star (transformative) commitments. In such conditions, it makes no
sense to plan to hold the Council meeting, since it will be a formality that will not bring real positive results and
will further complicate the situation.

Therefore, in order to avoid a negative scenario, we are ready to give this process another chance. For this
purpose we appeal to you to reconsider your positions, atleast in relation to the star commitment listed
above. As we have said many times before, in order to obtain the support of civil society organizations for the
new OGP Action Plan, it is important for the government to take on the obligation to implement transformative
commitments.

We hope that the Government of Georgia will reconsider its rigid position and take into account the important
commitments offered by civil society organizations, which will send an important message both to the
Georgian society and to the actors involved in the Open Government Partnership that the momentum of
openness and transparency in Georgia is still alive and that we can still take our place among the leaders of
this global movement.
