addition to the existence of sectorial open data portals which are harvested with the data.gov.tn portal,
Developping a national system «public data inventory management system» to facilitate the
identification and inventory of government data, Establishing several participatory mecanismes to
collect the users’ needs
3. At the organizational level : establishing a community of open data responsibles within public
instituttions to ensure the open data process. && developping guidelines and methodology to normalize
of the comprehension of all open data aspects
4. At OD reuse level : organizing national competitions (2 editions) of the OpenGovDataHack for 2020 and
2023 to promote the reuse of open data and provide technical support for some prototypes to establish
startups and concret projects based on data reuse.

For the idea on the allocation of resources to the action plan, it is recommended to give some explanations to
this idea by a real case in the commitments (in its current form, it takes the form of a very subjective judgment).
